• Provide immediate safety planning  

 tailored to a survivor’s needs, advice,

 advocacy and support within a safe and  

 supportive environment.

 

• Signposting to specialist services including  

 counselling, housing services, legal services,  

 refuge provision and measures to increase the  

 safety of their home.

 

• Provide advice on the criminal and civil   

 remedies available to victims to empower  

 them to make their own decisions and   

 ensure that they know what to expect if  

 attending Court.

 

• Keep victims regularly informed with Court  

 proceedings through links with agencies  

 within the Criminal Justice System.

 

• Maximise safety through working closely with  

 other agencies to reduce the risk of harm that  

 the survivor may face from the perpetrator. 

• Ensure that if a case does proceed

 to Court that a coordinated response   

 helps to enable victims to be in a safe and  

 protected environment.
